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Paint the Town Red – Help someone with cancer – 2010 Sponsorship Opportunities

The Paint the Town Red campaign is being run as a pilot campaign in 2010 in Queensland, 
with a vision to run nationally in 2011. The concept of Paint The Town Red (PTTR) is unique 
because it involves one not-for-profit organisation being support by another not-for-profit 
organisation to work together on a common cause – helping people with cancer.  Mummy’s 
Wish supports mothers going through cancer treatment whilst also having to support young 
children. The Australian Red Cross Blood Service provides blood transfusions so desperately 
needed for patients undergoing cancer treatment.  
 

 
 
Why Paint the Town Red?

To give you a clue...   
Did you know that over 30% of blood donations are given to cancer patients? Throughout 
their treatment many patients require many different types of blood transfusions. For some 
cancer patients their reliance on blood donations does not end when their treatment 
finishes. Some patients require regular blood donations for life, to keep them alive and

containing plasma every 4 weeks to support her immune system, which was destroyed 
during two stem cell transplants. Supplies of these transfusions are limited and ideally she 
would have them more regularly and be able to stay healthier between treatments but there 
are not enough plasma donations to do this. She will need to have these for the rest of her 
life to survive and see her children grow up. She would not be alive today if it were not for 
the kindness of strangers in donating life-saving blood.

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Objectives of the Paint the Town Red campaign 

 Increase awareness of Mummy’s Wish and the work that they do to support 
mothers with cancer 

 Raise much-needed funds to allow Mummy’s Wish to continue to support their 
mums 

 Increase awareness of the large percentage of blood donations that go toward 
helping cancer patients 

 Increase the volume of blood donations 

 Increase the volume of specific blood donations such as plasma and platelets 
 
 

How will people get involved? 
 
People can get involved in the campaign in a variety of ways.  
 
People can help Mummy’s Wish raise funds by joining the sponsorship campaign and getting 
friends and family to sponsor their participation in the campaign, which can involve doing 
any or all of the following 

 Pledging to become a new blood donor or donating other blood products such as 
plasma or platelets 

 Holding a ‘Be Red’ day at work or with friends and family. Dress in red, colour 
your hair red, eat only red food or doing anything else red and spread the word 
about the connection between blood donations and cancer patients 

 
All participants joining the sponsorship campaign will have their own webpage that will 
track their donations and give them the opportunity to say why they are supporting this 
cause.  
 
People can help the Australian Red Cross Blood Service increase blood donations by  

 Pledging to become a new blood donor 

 If they are already blood donors they can pledge to donate other blood products 
such as plasma or platelets 

 Becoming a blood ambassador and spread the word about the need for people 
to donate blood 
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How will the campaign help people with cancer? 

 Mummy’s Wish will receive all funding from the campaign, which will allow them 
to continue and expand the wonderful work that they do to support mums with 
cancer.  

 The Australian Red Cross Blood Service will receive an increased volume of blood 
donations, which will assist them with providing blood products to people 
needing blood transfusions, including cancer patients. 

 
 

When will the campaign launch? 

 Paint the Town Red will run from 1st April 2010 and will run until 30th June 2010. 

 The campaign will be launched at the Paint the Town Red gala cocktail evening 
on 16th April 2010 at Kedron Wavell Services Club in Brisbane. 

 The gala evening will be a fun, red-themed night with 500 guests dressed in red 
cocktail dress. There will be entertainment, auctions and raffles and it will be a 
fun night for all. 

 
 

How will the campaign be marketed? 

 Invitations for the gala evening will be addressed directly to a diverse range of 
selected guests. 

 Email marketing for the campaign, directing people to the 
www.paintthetownred.org.au website will be sent to over 100,000 people in 
Queensland, including individuals, corporate and government contacts. 

 Flyers and posters will be distributed throughout Queensland, advertising the 
www.paintthetownred.org.au website. 

 Information about the campaign and www.paintthetownred.org.au website will 
be distributed to schools, universities and clubs and organisations throughout 
Queensland.

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Who are Mummy’s Wish?  

 Mummy’s Wish is a not-for-profit charity focusing on supporting mothers 
diagnosed with cancer whilst either pregnant or already having young children to 
care for.   

 Mummy’s Wish was founded in 2008 by two Brisbane mums, both diagnosed 
with cancer when they had young children (one was actually pregnant with her 
second child at the time of diagnosis). They understood firsthand the challenges 
they faced with having a young child and also having cancer. They made a 
promise that if they survived they would start a charity to help other mums in 
similar situations.  

 Mummy’s Wish is a very personalised support service for mums. We ease the 
burden of cancer diagnosis on our mums by supporting them in a variety of ways. 

 We give our mums a treat bag full of goodies to brighten their day. Some of 
these things make the journey with cancer a little easier (e.g. a notepad to help 
with memory loss, a common side-effect from chemotherapy). However, most of 
the treats are just to make the mums feel good (like a nice new toiletries bag to 
use in hospital or a magazine to read).  

 We assist them with referrals and information on other services and support 
available. 

 Sometimes we can also assist them with organising and funding practical help, 
such as babysitting, house cleaning or parking whilst in hospital. 

 We have laptops that we can loan out to our mums to use whilst they are 
undergoing treatment in hospital. 

 We also put them in contact with companies that agree to support our mums by 
offering free services, such as family portraits prior to treatment 

 For some mums, we can grant wishes to support them during their treatment 
and give them an extra special boost. Some of the wishes we have granted 
include 

o Breast milk for a baby delivered prematurely due to the mother’s cancer 
o A coffee table for a family of four children, in remembrance of their mum  
o A weekend away for a terminally ill mum two weeks before she died 
o Family photos taken just before a mum passed away from cancer 
o Vouchers for purchasing baby furniture 
o A family weekend away at Seaworld

 Mummy’s Wish will be receiving all funds raised during the campaign; these will 
be generated from participants being sponsored through the 
www.paintthetownred.org.au website. 

 We are incurring two major costs in running the campaign - creating the website 
and holding the gala evening.

 After costs are covered, additional sponsorship monies will be used by Mummy’s 
Wish to continue the wonderful support they offer to mums. This will include 
funding for the granting of wishes for our mums.
